[image: ]Attention Parents!!!  If your student(s) are in grades 1st-8th, you can check on their progress and grades through our online system.  To check your child’s grades, please call Ms. Yandell, Ms. Johnson or Ms. Hogan to get your username and password so you can stay up to date on your child’s progress.
